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“Much deeper ruby/purple in
color, the 2007 Cabernet
Sauvignon (which emerges
from two relatively cool
climate vineyards, the Rancho
Chimiles and Truchard
Vineyards) has a dark ruby
color, loads of black currants,
camphor, and forest floor
notes, medium body, and a
graceful, nicely etched finish.
It should drink well for a
decade or more.”
